SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE GUIDELINES

CISV Jacksonville provides scholarships to ensure that the CISV experience is accessible to all qualified participants. Scholarship awards are always dependent upon the CISV funds available and the degree of need among applicants. Financial assistance can be awarded to a qualified and deserving applicant, based on documented need, up to the full cost of the CISV program with the exception of the following items that will be the responsibility of the participant and his/her family: a) the $25 application fee ;and b) family membership dues. Full scholarships are rarely awarded unless corporate or other special donor funding is available and strong financial need is established. The actual amount of a scholarship will almost certainly be less than the maximum.
Program costs include participation fees, travel expenses, insurance, and emergency money. These costs are itemized and estimated annually in each program application. All program costs not covered by scholarship assistance will be the responsibility of the participating family in addition to the incidental expenses related to participating in the program. Any unused emergency money which is funded by scholarship will be refunded to the Jacksonville Chapter. Minimum family financial responsibility for each program is outlined below:

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE:  

(1) Complete the application; 

(2) Be accepted as a delegate in the program according to established CISV selection criteria; and

(3) Volunteer to work in support of CISV for two years (as is required of all program participants' families).
